Starting in July, 

the Library will 

be closed every 

Saturday through 

August. 
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Many of you have inquired about the status of our library and the outcomes of efforts 

to urge our legislators to restore the Governorôs budget cuts to the State Library. 

Like you, we have been seeking definite answers to our questions about what is to 

come July 1.  We do not have final answers since a budget has not been passed.  

The information we have received from our state librarians is still grim ï a 74% cut 

means a significant reduction and/or elimination of services. 

We do know that our South Jersey Regional Library Cooperative (SJRLC) will be 

shut down.  This office, located in Gibbsboro, NJ, provides training, purchase dis-

counts for databases and e-book services, Interlibrary Loan and delivery coordina-

tion as well as training and continuing education for ALL South Jersey Libraries.  

SJRLC staff have been instrumental in seeking out programs and services popular 

among library patrons and arranging for us to obtain them at significant discounts. 

These services include resume development and effective job searching techniques, 

teen programs, adult and family literacy activities, etc.   If there is any restoration of 

funds, coordination for any restored services will occur only in North Jersey. 

Also lost will be the funding that supports the Delivery Service for books requested 

on Interlibrary Loan through JerseyCat.  JerseyCat is the state-wide database most 

used for Interlibrary Loan requests and it, too, will disappear without funding.  EB-

SCOHost, a huge database of thousands of magazines and professional journals, 

will no longer be available.  This funding also supports access to the text of local 

newspapers such as The Courier Post, The Gloucester County Times, The Philadel-

phia Inquirer, etc. 

This Library belongs to LOGIN ï the consortium through which you may use your 

card at any of 20 libraries in Gloucester County.  Through LOGIN we have been 

working very hard seeking ways to minimize the impact of the budget cuts where and 

if we can. We are working with some businesses to determine if we can maintain a 

limited delivery service within the county. 

Over the past several weeks your letters, calls and emails to our elected officials 

have ignited interest in local libraries and the many services they offer. Your efforts 

have helped to inform New Jersey citizens of the importance of libraries in their daily 

lives and the losses we all would suffer without them. 

With just a few more weeks before July 1, youôre help is needed more than ever.  

Keep talking up your library to friends and neighbors and let your officials know ï in 

2010, a library is too important to lose!
